Data Administrator’s Meeting Minutes from June 9, 2011 
Meeting held at OCM (DLC), and video-conferenced at Homer HS (room 101) Cayuga, TST, and Oswego BOCES from 1- 3 pm
· Accountability Update

· 3-8 update – See Wagner Memo – What should districts be doing and looking at? Please continue to verify 3-8 and HS tested/not tested students. Also, make sure that the 2006 graduation counts are correct for your total cohort, and that your 2007 accountability cohort is correct. Review your reasonableness reports in the Level 2 reports and both the HS AVR and 3-8 AVRs
· PreAORs – Please review these on nySTART. We’ll be able to make changes to them again in July.
· Preliminary 3-8 reports in Level 1- We have developed preliminary “raw score” only reports in Cognos. The actual scores are due to be released by SED on July 7th for 3-8 ELA and math.
· PD system available for VR 10-16 – Special Ed. Verification StepsDocument – Michelle Robinette

· Certification Deadlines for 3-8, HS, SWD – the deadlines are all the same this year. We will need all changes made by 7:00 am on August 4th.
· Updating Enrollments – Don’t wait till end of year – shoot for BEDS day – we’ve seen several cases where districts are just now making enrollment changes, that could have easily have been by BEDS day. 
· Ungraded students – need enter grade nine dates 
· Foreign Exchange Students – Need an enter grade 9 date
· UIAS update – SED is looking to make modifications to the false transfer report to exclude summer dates. These changes should be make by Jan. of 2012.
· Update on nySTART versus L2RPT – either report can be used for certification purposes. nySTART will be taken offline in November.
· L2 access/account provisioning, and single sign-on issue – SED is handling account provisioning. Someone in your districts received an email from SED. In almost all cases it would be the Superintendent. If you have still not been able to access the Level 2 reports please let me know.
· BOCES scanning issues -
· BOCES teacher, course, grade issues for reporting, not accountability – SED has delayed this implementation for a year, however we would still like to begin the process next school year as it is very complicated. 
· CTE – BOCES and in-district
· TST, Oswego send files to Mary Brady

· Cayuga sends files to districts 

· OCM inputs the data into SIS

· In-District CTE workshops

· Regents Policy Changes – No Foreign Languages, No rescores. – SED no longer wants districts to look for students scoring between a 60-64 to try to find points to pass them. 
· Historical Updates and Level 0 Express – There will be training in the fall on both of these tools, however Level 0 for historical changes will RIC only.
· Ken Wagner Memo and Lori D. Prezi – 
· Teacher of Record and Teach IDs – issues with dummy teachers – Districts can no longer use dummy teachers for courses as they will not load to the warehouse. Please update all teacher IDs and attach the correct teacher, to course and section. If not, we will get errors in the warehouse for all students tied to a TBD/TBA, or teacher ID of 0000, etc.
· ISRs will be available to the RICs in mid-July and we’ll begin printing them for districts. If there are any districts that would prefer to print their own ISRs please let me know. Also, they will be available on the Level 2 reports on July 7th, however we won’t receive the bulk file from SED until the following week.

· Refresh Schedules – Weekly - Begin each Thursday morning promptly at 7 am. Special Education Program Data will now be pulled every Wednesday.
· RTTT Update?
· College and Career Readiness Grad rate update versus Accountability Grad Rate – release is hopefully out by end of June. – The report was released. Pretty interesting results as the graduation drop significantly in almost all districts when looking at students with both a 75 on ELA regents and an 80 on math regents. Also, there is a Cognos Level One report under the Data Analysis folder called, College and Career Readiness Report, which should come close to giving you the same information provided by SED in their report. Our report also provides you with drill through capabilities. Check it out.
· New APPR guidance from SED – Lots going on with this. There is summer training during the first week of August for folks involved in APPR and RTTT. The training is in Albany.
· What’s new in Reporting?
· Cognos L2RPTs were not updated this week, problems at Level 2 loading assessment data
· Data Coordinator Calendar – Neal Capone

· New Teacher ID report – There is a Level One report available in a new folder called, Teacher/Course Reports that will provide this information.
· New Teacher/Course/Student Report – There are reports available both at Level 1 and Level 2 to review this information. Please take a look as these reports will become very valuable as we get more into teacher accountability and evaluations.
· New College and Career Readiness Report – see above
· New College and Career Readiness by College Enrollment Report- please take a look.
· One day cohort in L2 report – the Total Cohort reports for 2007 cohort of students now lists the 1 day cohort as an option.
· Test Scoring Update
· Regents Processing – Regents were processed last week for all districts. Still some bumps in the road. We’ve got a meeting scheduled with the vendor to see what can be done to speed up the processing.
· The Department Processed 51,119 ELA 3-8 assessments and 51,169 math
· RTI update – Terry Ward – Remember that July 2011 was the month when the SED and the DOE was looking for all districts to have an RTI plan for grades k-4 in place. 
· EWS update – Jeremy Dodds – Early warning system. SED has formed a workgroup to review requirements that may make sense. Stay tuned for more information.
· Additional Issues: 
· DWTS List of Trainings and Services – Check our website for summer and fall training opportunities. They are in MLP as well.
· BARS – the pilot is up at the end of June and we’ll need to make a decision whether or not districts will want to purchase the product. I’ll try to get the pilot extended for a month so that districts can use it for 3-8 reporting. Not sure if it will be possible. The fee will be $1500 per district. The Coser to purchase BARS on the Web is 620.700.350. If you are interested in continuing the service, please let me know.
· eDoctrina – has received a statewide contract. We will also be supporting this product as well. There will be a training held at the RIC on July 19th for any district interested in finding out more about eDoctrina.
· Meeting on June 17th with representatives from the four BOCES to discuss new requirements – The meeting went very well. Cayuga BOCES was not able to attend, but OCM, TST, and Oswego all had representation.
