Data Administrator’s Meeting Minutes for February 9th, 2012 
Meeting held at OCM BOCES Large Conference Center (Admin. Bld) and video-conferenced at Homer HS (room 101) Cayuga, TST, and Oswego BOCES from 1- 3 pm
· Accountability Update

· 3-8 and HS certification/verification update – BEDS, School Report Card, - BEDS has opened up again at Level 2 for any additional changes that districts would like to make. Also SED will use the school year snapshot to collect Program Service data such as poverty, for the BEDS report. This will provide a more accurate count of poverty than if they just used the BEDS day snapshot date for poverty. SED just sent out updated documentation on BEDS. Remember that we’ll be certifying BEDS data again in April, as state aid reports will also need to be reviewed.
· District Data Source Matrix update – We’ve updated the matrix once again. If you haven’t sent me your updated spreadsheets please do so. You can find the spreadsheet at our website under Data Administrator Tools, http://itd.cnyric.org/teacherpage.cfm?teacher=825, under the heading of District Data Source Systems 2012.

· Level 0-7.0, Historical Updates and Level 0 Express- Some of the RICS have been testing Level 0 Historical. It should be available to the districts in mid-March, in “read only” format. Therefore, continue to keep any historical changes you need to make in a folder until SED is ready to open the tool for changes.
· Teacher of Record Guidance Document- SED sent out the guidance document. Please review it with the administrators in your respective districts.
· Homebound Rules- There have been changes on what constitutes a homebound student. Please refer to the documentation available in SIRS on this topic, but suffice it to say that homebound is only for students that will never be seen in your district. It is not for short term illness, or suspensions.
· Incarceration Rules – These rules are somewhat tricky. Michelle Robinette and Angie Russell from the DW department researched the issue and vetted the help document with SED. Please refer to help document if you have any questions on how to code a student leaving to a jail, or entering a jail.
· Math 8 and Integrated Algebra- SED just released guidance on this topic over the weekend. I will forward the email to the group. However, keep in mind that the guidance is only for the 11-12 school year.
· 12-13 Draft of requirements for data collection – We will discuss these requirements as we get closer to the new school year.
· Refresh Schedules – Weekly – Each Thursday. Special Education Program Data is pulled every Wednesday.
· SED Update?
· Teacher PIN update – Districts will be getting a pdf on their IRS portal so that teachers that have courses tied to a state assessment can see and review their class lists on the SED data portal. Two of our districts piloted the instructions from SED and were able to log into the website with their PIN number, birthdate and Social Security number to create an account. SED is now looking to roll this out to all districts by the middle of March, if not sooner.
· SLO guidance came out: This information was sent out to Data Administrators. Please share it with the appropriate personnel in your districts as this will be a large part of the  evaluation process for teachers.
· New round of approved assessments in Feb.

· ESEA Waiver Status – Review ppt – Please refer to the powerpoint or guidance document that was distributed. SED did apply for the waiver for the next two year. The implications for districts will be significant.

· Targeted Assistance and UPK reports available – please remember that there are new program service requirements for all districts that report targeted assistance students, or that have PK/UPK programs. We’ve developed reports that can help districts validate their numbers for each of these programs.
· Update to Completer/Non-Completer report
· Cohort Tracker – Feb. 14th, 2:30 Demo – Several districts participated in the demo on Feb. 14th, and are excited about using the product as a pilot for the remainder of the school year. The program looks very easy to use and would be excellent for HS guidance departments and HS principals to use. If any districts other than those that have contacted me would like to participate in the pilot, please let me know.
· We now support LinkIT, Core k-12, Star-Renaissance Learning, and eDoctrina.

· Data Dashboards are hot topics. We will be reviewing a few of them at the next CNYDAC meeting.
· Test Scoring Update
· Critical Path Draft – While the critical path continues to be in draft, please use the dates in our DW calendar or SED’s google calendar to share with your districts. 
· Regents Processing Updates – The regents went very well in Jan. 
· Printing of Regents and RCT testing materials – Web Tool and ASAP – Stay tuned for more information.
· RTI update – There was an RTI usergroup on Friday the 10th, as well as a AIMSweb usergroup that same day. Both meetings were extremely well attended.
