· Staff Snapshot (Feb. switchover, HR issues, Staff Assignment, Staff Tenure). There continue to be issues with districts entering the correct/required data for these templates, as well as the vendors creating workable extracts that don’t need a fair amount of manipulation. I will be checking with the CNYRIC Financial Dept. to see how things are going from their end.
· Deleting Staff from Staff Snapshot – This is a soft delete and should only be used in Level 0 for Non SIS districts to get rid of a teacher that has NEVER been in your district this school year and is showing on the staff snapshot and subsequently, in TAA and ePMF. In Level 0 for the Staff Snapshot template, there is now a D under Active/Inactive, which will remove the teacher from the staff snapshot, while still leaving the record at Level 2. 
· Undocumented Students – potential issue. Kids being denied enrollment because of missing paperwork. SED just signed a new order yesterday with new rules for undocumented students. Districts should be receiving additional information on the updates to undocumented students. I will send it out to everyone when I receive it.
· 3-8 AVR On Track data – This report became available on Monday in L2.
· Public Grad Rate Release – Dec. 18 is the public release. Districts were notified on the 16th that this data was available.
· Refresh Schedules – Weekly – Each Thursday. Special Education Program Data is pulled every Wednesday. THERE WILL BE NO COLLECTION THE WEEK OF DECEMBER 29th.  We will be refreshing on Xmas week, just a day earlier.
· SED Update?
· CR 154 Changes – new rules for exiting LEP students from the program. Please see the handout.
· Multiple Pathways to Graduation – this pertains to the 4 plus 1 Regents exams for students in Humanities, STEM, Art, CTE, etc. There is a possibility that students could use this option to graduate in June. SED will need to release new program codes and exit codes.
· VADIR – This will come through the warehouse but not until at least the 16-17 school year.
· SEDREF/TEACH - Superintendents and Principals 
· PARCC – Please see the slides provided by SED. Bottom line is that there is pilot testing again this coming spring. SED is looking for districts to volunteer. No update on the status of PARCC going forward.
· EDP Update and Issues – SED is going forward with a spring release of the portal, which allows teachers the opportunity to communicate with other teachers by creating “communities.” I’m sure that more is coming, but this is the reason why SED needs the staff assignment data collection for Non Teachers that districts may want to access the portal.
· ESEA Waiver – Please review the slides in the handouts for a brief overview. The waiver will be for four years and take us into the 19-20 school year.
· Where are they now reports – Lots of controversy on the accuracy of the SED college reports from the National Student Clearinghouse. Please rest assured there is no conspiracy from SED. It is SED’s attempt to provide data on graduates to districts. These are informational reports only.
